PLEASE READ

         If elected for membership, I agree to abide by the rules and regulation set forth by the unit’s governing body. I agree to a dues donation of one dollar ($1.00) per month ($12.00) per year.  I will become authentic in attire and accoutrements as possible before being allowed to participate in any unit reenactment/living history events. Any unit owned equipment issued to me will become my responsibility to maintain in a serviceable condition so long as I remain a member in good standing. I will replace any unit owned equipment issued to me that I cause to become unserviceable as determined by the Commander and Quartermaster. I will replace any such equipment by cash or purchase of a like item within thirty (30) calendar days. I will make unit owned/issued equipment available for periodic inspections by the unit Commander or his designee and the Quartermaster at a time and place they specify.

          All applicants under the age of eighteen (18) years must have parent/guardian consent to join. 

          Any applicant/member under the age of sixteen (16) years will not have, use, or handle weapons at any function.  Upon reaching the age of sixteen (16) years, the member must be declared proficient in weapons use by the Commander or his designee and the Safety Officer. This must be noted in writing prior to any weapons use at unit events.

Probationary Status and Background Checks
            I realize that by applying to Carlin’s Battery D, I may be subject to a background check (at my own expense) and probationary status of not more than three (3) months. I realize that the reason for this is to provide for a minimum amount of security against mishandling or misuse of my own or battery owned equipment.

             I also recognize that firearms, gunpowder, cannons, and edged weapons can be dangerous if not used properly, that any event I attend may be held on undeveloped land which often cannot be made safe without destroying its rustic character and historic significance, that any event may prove to be physically strenuous, and if the released persons were subject to liability, the cost of covering the risk could be so great as to make the event impractical.

Release and Covenant Not to Sue

            Therefore, in exchange for being allowed to participate in these or any event, I release from responsibility, and promise not to sue any released person which includes; the sponsors, organizers, or planners of any event, any person or entity having title or control over the place where the event is held; the persons supervising or carrying out any event, and any participant of any event.

Liability for Attorney Fees;

             If, despite this agreement, I do sue a released person, I agree to pay all cost and expenses (including actual attorney fees) incurred by the released person in defending the suit.

***Exception***

             I do not release from liability, nor do I promise not to sue, a person who harms me or my property intending me that harm, or with actual knowledge that the specific harm was a certain result.

Hold Harmless Agreement;

              If a person  other than myself (for example, my spouse, children, relatives, or a person who was not released under the paragraph “Exception”) institutes a claim against a released person arising out of harm to me or my property. I promise to pay whatever amounts (including damages, cost, and actual attorney fees) the released person incurs because of this claim.

Model and Theatrical Release;

              I do hereby unconditionally waive all rights to the production and reproduction of my image in any medium whatsoever while in attendance of unit sponsored events and do hereby waive all rights to compensation of same. This shall include, but not be limited to, my image on still photography, film, videocassette, broadcast video, audio tape, and any other current or future technology capable of capturing and/or producing said visual or studio image.

Severability Clause;    

            I certify that all waivers and releases as required by the Carlin’s Battery D on the preceding three-page document have been read, understood, and agreed to; Nevertheless, if any part of this document is found unenforceable, I agree to be bound by the remaining parts.

            My participation is voluntary, I acknowledge that violation of Carlin’s Battery D Rules and Regulation (which have been supplied to me) or commands will result in my expulsion from the Battery and its functions without recourse.
